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The ASEPHI “INACRAFT AWARD” aims to encourage artisans to produce handicrafts using traditional skills, patterns and themes in an innovative way, in order to ensure the continuity and sustainability of these traditions and skills. It is an adaptation of UNESCO Criteria and Programme and then becomes a WCC’s flagship programme for supporting craft producers. ASEPHI has improved the development of INACRAFT AWARD product selection into online application since INACRAFT AWARD due to INACRAFT AWARD consumes only short time products selection i.e. only during INACRAFT Trade Fair, and to simplify the process of submission and entry , in 2016 ASEPHI has transformed the program and concept into a digital application (ONLINE) whereas all the standard and technique of selection reminds the same.

The ASEPHI “INACRAFT Award” will be granted only to handicrafts produced from one or a combination of natural materials. Following is a list of some of the natural materials from which products can be made. This list is provided as a guide for producers and is by no means exhaustive:
· Textiles (e.g. cotton, silk, linen)

· Natural fibers (e.g. bamboo, vetiver, grass, rattan

· Ceramics (e.g. clay, earthenware, pottery, stoneware, porcelain)

· Wood (including paper and lacquer ware)

· Metal (e.g. silver, gold, bronze, iron, pewter)

· Stone (e.g. precious, semi-precious, jades)

· Others; materials not included in the above. There are two sub-categories: o Other Natural resources (e.g. animal hide, shell, horn, bone, etc) o Composite Materials (e.g. Acrylic Glass, Polycarbonate, etc)

Objective 1: Establish rigorous standards of excellence for handicrafts

The ASEPHI “INACRAFT AWARD” aims to promote quality crafts that upholds rigorous standards of excellence. It aims to ensure that when consumers buy awarded handicrafts, they are buying high quality, culturally authentic products that have been manufactured in a socially-responsible manner with respect for the environment.

Objective 2: Encourage innovativeness

While it seeks to promote the continuation of traditional skills, the ASEPHI “INACRAFT AWARD” also encourages product innovation in order to ensure that handicrafts remain relevant, valuable, and marketable in modern life.

Objective 3: Offer training and support services

The ASEPHI programme aims to provide capacity-building and training workshops to assist craft producers in the improvement of their product design and marketing, development of their markets, and protection of their intellectual property rights.

Objective 4: Provide new opportunities to ensure gain potential global

The handicraft sector plays an increasingly significant role in local economic development and poverty alleviation. By providing new market opportunities, the programme aims to enable handicraft producers to establish potential market for their sustainable livelihoods. This will be achieved through developing networks of handicraft producers and buyers, including the higher-end of the market, and through exhibitions and trade fairs.

Objective 5: Encourage for Emerging Products


The ASEPHI “INACRAFT AWARD” has one additional special category called EMERGING, this is a category of products that is not include into the 7standard categories. ASEPHI aims to give more opportunities to newbie artisan with potential product and show promising market share to be an inspiration for all particularly to the emerging artisan.
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Certificate & Trophy

Each product recognized with the INACRAFT Award is given a certificate. The certificate can be used as a promotional tool (for a specific product or a product line) to attest the quality and authenticity of a product. And for each best by Category will given a trophy.

Training and capacity-building

ASEPHI assists national and sub-regional partners in organizing workshops on product assessment, design and promotion for the producers of awarded products and programme applicants.

Prize

A Best of the Best by Category will also given a free standard booth for the next INACRAFT Trade Fair.
ASEPHI will purchase all the 21 nominated products (*Term and conditions applied) and additional gifts from sponsor.


The Process

· Submission consists of 2 types: 1. Submission by the Jury Selection and 2. Submission by Independent Product. all the products must be submitted on the First day of INACRAFT. No Entry Submission Fee.

· Evaluation The evaluation will be on the Second Day of INACRAFT through some steps of consensus and marking through Digital Application
· Awarding All Products awarded (21 products) will belongs to ASEPHI , and ASEPHI will buy the products based on the price informed in the application form. the Awardee will be announced on the Third Day of INACRAFT , and exhibited at INACRAFT Trade fair and will be promoted by ASEPHI’s Promotion Programme.


Evaluation Criteria and Pre-conditions

A product meets the highest level of craft and is distinguished as a benchmark for craft production. A national and international panel of experts, nominated by ASEPHI evaluates submissions based on the following four criteria:

· Excellence

Demonstrated excellence and standard–setting quality in craftsmanship: determined by the use of high quality materials, a high standard of technique and the special attention to manufacturing and finishing details.

• Authenticity

Expression of cultural identity and traditional aesthetic values: demonstrated by a well-achieved application of aesthetic and cultural expression or traditional crafting techniques.

• Innovation

Innovation in design and production: demonstrated by an effective and successful blend of traditional and contemporary, or inventive and creative use of material, design, and production processes.

• Marketability

Marketability of the craft products with potential for the regional and/or international market: related to the functionality of the product, the safe use by potential buyers, a balanced price-quality relationship or the sustainability of production.
